In prepa-

ration for this year’s lessons, staff have participated in Child Pro-

tection and Abuse Prevention Professional Learning Workshop, 

which was scheduled for much earlier in the year, but due to the 

pandemic was rescheduled. 

Parents can also play their part by accessing the Protective Behav-

iours Resource Booklet located in the Connect library under Pro-

tective Behaviours. Taken from the resource ‘By sharing protective 

behaviours with your child you will be helping to develop lifelong 

skills of assertiveness, self-confidence, problem solving, communi-

cation, resilience and help seeking.ô By using this resource and in-

volving children in some of the activities in the home, you are rein-

forcing the message being given to your child at school.
